3) Principal’s Report
· In respect to “Safe School Strategy” the school will review the CD in preparation for changes to com into effect Feb. 1st. Student codes in the handbooks may change. Progressive discipline is to be re evaluated and enforced from the ministry.
· The board recommends to phase-out late French immersion program and focus on core French. This issue is still to be voted on – more info will follow.
· The CCAP testing and screening for giftedness is to be discontinued unless it is specifically requested per child by a parent.
· The EQAO assessments came back and although they are not completely accurate they are not all positive. There needs to be some support in Match, Reading and Writing. The Super Intendant is in support of modifications within the school curriculum to enforce stronger results in future. Such changes include; a literacy coach working with the Primary teachers, funds for the Intermediate division and a .5 teacher in the mornings for the Intermediate children for the months of October to March. We have also received funds for resources for the intermediate kids as well as career focus activities. The past PD days were used to strengthen programming and curriculum as well as communications with parents and report cards.
· Unfortunately on October 30th our school was the target or graffiti vandalism. It has been reported to the authorities and is being investigated. Surveillance has been improved and continues to be improved.  It was mentioned that the lights at the back of the school be brighter or have more as they are currently insufficient. There also needs to be brighter lights between the schools.

· Report cards are set to go home on December 3rd. Interviews will be conducted December 6th and 7th. The book fair will be held that week also.

· All water fountains within the classrooms have been capped as there is insufficient man power to properly flush the taps daily, prior to use. The fountains in the hallways will remain active.
